As the Operations Division Commander’s Adjutant, Steve was instrumental in 
reconfiguring the Department’s patrol beat deployment and team patrol schedule.  He has 
received letters of commendation from the Chief for his efforts with patrol scheduling and 
for briefly serving as the acting Police Lieutenant. 
 
During his tenure, Steve has served as a motor officer, was a member of the Adopt-a-Cop 
program at Vessel’s elementary school, supervised the Detective Bureau, has served as 
the Watch Commander, and his most recent assignment was supervising the Traffic Unit.
